Naplan Student Reports

NAP"AN This year our Year 3 & 5 students completed the NAPLAN tests online. These tests featured tailored testing
RESULTS which has been designed to give students questions that are more suited to their ability, resulting in better
assessment and more precise results. NAPLAN assesses literacy and numeracy — important skills that each
child needs to succeed in school and life. If your child is in Year 3 or 5 this year, they had the opportunity to
participate in NAPLAN tests for reading, writing, conventions of language (spelling, grammar and punctuation) and numeracy. The
Year 3 students weren’t required to complete their Writing test online and therefore they completed this test using the paper
version. The NAPLAN tests are designed to help us monitor our students with their literacy and numeracy development over

time. This week, individual Naplan reports for students were sent home to parents. If you have any questions around your child’s
report please arrange a time to discuss with your child’s teacher.
